The Standard Accounting, Budgeting, and Reporting System (SABRS) Travel Subsystem provides for automated writing and printing of Temporary Additional Duty (TAD) orders.

2.
Effective 1 October 1992, all Fund Administrators (FA’s), except for FA’s under Training and Education (M00001), Marine Corps Systems Command (M00007), and HMX-1 (M00009) will use the SABRS Travel Subsystem to issue TAD orders. The SABRS Travel Subsystem requires a two digit code in the input SABRS TAD screen titled “R-OFF” and “A-OFF.” The code to cite for these two fields is each given FA’s assigned FA code, for example, Comptroller Division’s FA Code is 18. This will automatically print out the name submitted by each FA on the SABRS generated TAD order.

3.
If an “approving official” has not been sumitted to the Comptroller Division, per the reference, the TAD orders generated will print “approve” or blank on the requesting and approving lines.
