1.  Security Investigations.

    a.  National Agency Check Inquiries (NACIs) for civilians are now known as Access National Agency Check with Inquiries (ANACI-09B).  National Agency Checks (NACs) are now National Agency Checks with Local Agency and Credit Checks (NACL).  These types of investigations went into effect 1 October 1998 and are used to satisfy the need for a secret or confidential clearance/assignment to certain sensitive duties.

    b.  To facilitate the above, secret and confidential security clearances granted prior to 1 January 1999 based upon a NAC, Entrance National Agency Check (ENTNAC) or NACI will remain valid.  After 1 January 1999, a secret or confidential security clearance will not be granted based on a NAC, ENTNAC, or NACI.

2.  Telephone Interviews.

    a.  Per reference (a), unless the conditions of the DCIDI/14 are met, and no derogatory information will be discussed, command employees are advised not to agree to participate in personnel security related telephone interviews with Defense Security Service (DSS) investigators.  All DSS interviews should be in person.

    b.  The above policy was issued by CNO because of unresolved concerns about the effectiveness of this interview technique, its affect in the validity and integrity of the investigation and protection of employee's privacy.
